Kayakiri-Pseudorhynchus japonicus- (Tettigoniidae family)

Distribution: Japan, Korea
Body size: 76 to 82 mm

The kayakiri is a large type of grasshopper, featuring either a pale green or dark 
brown body, with white patches from the head to the wing joints.  The kayakiri 
can be found in areas with long grasses such as Japanese silver grass, and has 
a very loud chirp.
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
